God revealed himself to Moses as 
the living God, "the God of 

Abraham, the God of Isaac, the God of 
Jacob" (Exodus 3:6).

Already in Old Testament times this ineffable name 
of God was replaced by the divine title Lord. Thus 
in the New Testament, Jesus who was called Lord is 
seen as true God.
