Who is the Holy Spirit revealed to us 
by Jesus Christ? 

The Holy Spirit is the third Person of 
the Most Blessed Trinity. He is God, 
one and equal with the Father and the 

Son. He "proceeds from the Father" (John 15:26) who is 
the principle without a principle and the origin of all 
trinitarian life. He proceeds also from the Son (Filioque) 
by the eternal Gift which the Father makes of him to the 
Son. Sent by the Father and the Incarnate Son, the Holy 
Spirit guides the Church "to know all truth" (John 16:3).
