Not as many sack lunches are needed right 
now, because fewer people are coming inside the 
building. Next month (August 20th), only 20 fly-
ers (= 200 sack lunches) will be initially posted.  We 
will stay in touch with Food Kitchen Management 
and ADD more flyers if the numbers increase.

House showcasing the new location of our pre-

school. We had a great turn out and look forward 

to future events. The school is busy planning for 

yet another exciting school year and we cannot 

wait to share all of the great new resources and 

programs that will be provided for our students. 

We are implementing a new reading series TK 

through 8th grade, reintroducing a new format for 

our Science Technology Religion Engineering Arts 

and Mathematics (STREAM) program and a variety 

of after school clubs will be offered, just to name a 

few. We would love to invite parishioners to be 

part of our Faith Families program.
