John Paul II had a different opinion. He wrote 
that love’s opposite is use. In today’s Gospel, 
Jesus asks his disciples to examine their 
intentions as they invite guests to a party.

- Is this action coming from a joyful heart, or 
out of a desire to not “be in the doghouse?”  
- Do I keep track of good deeds, words or even 
intimacy?
