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Dear Parishioners,

Recently, an acoustical engineer con-
ducted an analysis of the interior of our
renovated church, to determine how we
can improve the sound quality. He in-
formed us that the sound system works well. At the
same time, the acoustics measure 4 seconds reverbera-
tion. The recommended reverberation for a concert hall
is 2 seconds. The resulting echo makes it difficult to
understand the spoken word. Accordingly, we are inves-
tigating what sound absorbing materials we can apply to
reduce the echo and improve intelligibility.
