
 

 

 

To teach or enroll children to receive the Sacraments of First Reconciliation 

and Eucharist or Confirmation you should know the following: 

 

• The Church of the Holy Cross Faith Formation program (Catechesis) 

is for children attending grades from kindergarten through 12th. 

• Sacramental preparation takes two years of formation in both 

programs. 

• Classes start in the fall and end in the spring. 

• First Reconciliation and Communion preparation for grades K-6 

meet: Tuesdays, from 5 to 6:15 pm, this session is in English. 

Tuesdays, from 7 to 8:30 pm, at least one parent must attend with the 

children, this session is in Spanish. 

• Preparation for Confirmation for young people starting from 7th 

grade. It takes place on Wednesdays, from 5:40 to 7 pm. If the child is 

not baptized, additional preparation is required on days other than the 

regular Confirmation or First Communion schedule. Enrollment for 

2026-2027 opened May 20th and will close last week of July. You are 

welcome to visit the Faith Formation Office, contact us for an 

appointment. 

• It is important to enroll during the opening enrolment to guarantee 

your child’s space in the program. 

• For enrollment, please bring your children’s Baptism Certificate. 

• Returning families (Sacramental Level) you will need to enroll your 

children again and follow the process for the new year.
